You have submitted to us a statement of purpose prepared 
pursuant to Section 116.334, RSMo 1986. The statement which 
you have submitted is as follows: 

Shall the statutes of Missouri be 
amended to give individual resident 
taxpayers a tax credit (such credit based 
upon the additional state income taxes 
generated by the Federal Tax Reform Act of 
1986 ) for each person they are entitled to 
claim as a personal exemption for state 
income tax purposes?
