Seection 301.060, (all statutory citations herein
are RSMo Cumulative Bupplement of 1953), sets forth the
annual reglstration fees for various motor vehicles.
That section is too long to quote, It is sufficlent to
say that the fees for local commercial motor vehicles
are conslderably lower than the fees for commereisl
motor vehicles, Local commerclel motor vehlcle license.

¥(10) 'Local commereial motor vehiele,' a
commerecial motor vehlele whose operations
are conf'ined solely to a munieipallty and
that area extending not more than twenty=
five miles therefromy or a cammercial motor
vehicle whose property carrzing operations
are confined solely to the transportation
of property owned by any person who is the
owner or operator of such vehiele, to or
from a farm owned by such person or under
his control by virtue of a landlord and
tenant lessej provided that any such property
trangported to any such fanm ig for use in
the operation of such farmy®

Reading the first clause of Paragraph 10 of Section

-~ 301,010 in conjunction with Paragraph 1 of that section,
gives the following definitien of a local commercial motor
vehlicle: "A motor vehiecle designed or regularly used for
carrying freight and merchandiss, or more thsan eight pase
sengers, whose operations are confined solely teo & munici-
pality and that area extending not more than twentyafive
miles therefrom."

This c¢learly indicates that a person not a fanmer may
"hgul for hire" within the prescribed area.

CONCLUSION

It ia, therefore, the opinion of this office that a
person who is not a farmer may use a "loecal commercial
motor vehilele" within the meaning of Section 301.010 et
seq., to haul freight for hire so long as such activities
are confined to'a municipality and an area extending not
more than twenty-five miles therefrom,
