0,660 shares of eapital stock
of ‘the par value of ¥1.00 each, inereasing the authorized capitali-
zabion from $25,000,00 to $50,000,00, aui vhat saild company further
amended its artleles of incorporation by changing the number of di-
rectors of ¢he corporation from nine direotnra ca seven directors.

While some irregularities hava baen noted in the foregoing
proceedings, it is the opinion of Shis. offiee that the unanimous
acbion talken by all stockholders supporting the smendments causes
such amendments to be within the powers granted to said company by
Sections 377.200 to 377.460 ESMo g?h@, and that they are not in-
consistent with the Constitution and lews of thism State,
