Your request requires Ufl to determine whether the 
phrase "aged mother * * * of suoh soldier or sailor" 
1nelu<iea mothers-in-law of such former sex-vioem.en. 

In. construing the meaning _of th~ word 'mother" we 
are guided by Section 1,090, RSMo 1949, which reads: 

"Words and phrases shall be take~ 111 
their·plain or ordinary and usual 
sense, but teclmioal words and phrases 
having a pecul1~ and appropriate mean ... 
111g in law shall be u.nde:rstoo4 aooord­
tng to their technical import." 

The word "mother'• is not a teob.nioal word, and is 
ordinarily taken to mean ~'tamale parentn. "Mother-in­
law" is ordin.tiWily understood to mean the mother of one's · 
spouse. (Black*s Law D1,ct1ollar'yft 4th Edition. Page 1164). 
W& conclude that since the word 'm,other" ia n0t ordinaril:r 
understood to include one's mother-in-law, it was not the 
intention of the. Legislature to include mothers-in-law 
within that category, and that it was not the intention 
·of the Legislature to make $l1g1ble for admission to the 
Home mothers-in-law of for.mer servicemen. 

OOlfCLUSION 

It is, therefore, the opinion of this office that a 
woman is not entitled to admission to the Federal Soldiers• 
Home by·virtue of being the mother-in-law o.f a former ser­
viceman._
